Course Description
The major focus of Honors English 10 is learning to think critically about language by reading and analyzing a variety of works from American literature while learning to write effectively. 
In addition, the course addresses improving vocabulary, grammar, and both speaking and listening skills. Grammar is primarily taught in conjunction with writing. Effective speaking and listening is refined through class discussion and a variety of presentations. Lastly, vocabulary development is essential in all forms of communication, making it a daily course component. 


Classroom Expectations
As an honors course with a weight of 3.5, expectations for student work and work ethic are above those for other classrooms. Students must be prepared to handle a more demanding reading load and complete assignments of an advanced quality in order to excel in this course. Students must also be committed to using the writing process, including drafting and revising, to continually refine and craft their writings. 

Please also be aware that cheating is not tolerated: 

· Literary supplements as a substitute for reading the assigned course work is unacceptable.
· Plagiarism is a serious offense and is disciplined accordingly.
Classroom Rules

 I have five simple rules to help provide a successful learning environment for everyone. 
· Be Positive
Come to class with the materials and attitude needed to learn.


· Be Prepared
Arrive on time –both you AND your assignments.
· Be Prompt
Be on time and in your seat with the appropriate materials for class on your desk BEFORE the bell rings. 


· Be Productive
Be focused. Do not work on assignments or study for another class on our time 
· Be Polite
Be respectful of classroom materials. B even more respectful of others and their ideas.
Late Work Policy
To promote responsibility and be fair to all students, I expect all assignments to be completed by their due dates.  It is the STUDENT’S responsibility to complete assignments and turn them in on time. Late work will not be dealt with at the end of the marking period, but will be handled strictly as followed:
Assignments are to be completed by their due dates. Assignments are due at the START of class unless otherwise stated. No homework or class work will be accepted late; for any project or assignment that is late, 10% will be deducted from its score.

 An additional late policy is in effect for assignments that are part of the Writing Folder, for they are a core class component. Therefore, in addition to the deduction of points, students may be assigned a half hour detention to ensure the work is completed. If the work is still incomplete after serving the detention, a new detention will be assigned every day until the assignment is complete. Failure to attend a detention, regardless of conflicts with employment or extracurricular, will result in a disciplinary referral for insubordination. 

Make Up Work
All make up work is the responsibility of the student. When absent, students are expected to see me immediately upon their return about missed work/tests in order to establish a clear understanding of when that work is due. Students should see me before or after school—not during class, as that affects the time of all others in the classroom. Extended absences may require additional make-up time, but as a general rule, three school days after a student’s return is sufficient time to make up missed work. NOTE: Not making arrangements to make up work or not making up work in general/during the allowed time period may forfeit your right to make up that work. 

Tardy Policy
Students arriving to class late will have deductions made to their participation points. Students may be late to class no more than twice for the duration of the school year. A third tardy and all subsequent tardies will result in a 30-minute detention after school. Chronic lateness will result in parental contact and increasing penalties, including a disciplinary referral.

I will take the following steps whenever dealing with a disciplinary issue:

–Parent/teacher conference
Second offense 
– Teacher/student conference


Fifth offense 
– Principal write-up 
Third offense 
– Teacher detention


Keystone Exam
The Keystone Literature exam was is administered at the end of the sophomore year. Proficiency is a graduation requirement. The goal of this course is to help students achieve not just proficiency but an “Advanced Proficient” score. (Note that the test’s name is misleading: It is a skill-based reading comprehension assessment and not a content-based test of specific works of literature.)
